New Research Projects

The research group Ecohydrology and Water Resource Management
(PROF. DR. MARIELE EVERS) has received a BMBF-grant for the project “Co-
Design of a hydrometeorological information system for sustainable water
resources management in southern Africa (Co-HYDIM-SA)” as a sub-project
of the WASA program on water security in southern Africa. The research



group of Prof. Dr. Evers also successfully applied for a grant for the project
“Retention potential of permanent crop areas (renewable resources) on ru-
noff formation processes to reduce flood risk and use of biomass in regional
value chains (MisKaRe)” together with other partners (including INRES). The
project is funded by the European Regional Development Fund (EFRE).
